RESOLUTION NO. 2007-18
DECLARING REAL PROPERTY SURPLUS

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE PORT OF CHELAN COUNTY DECLARING CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY LOCATED IN OLDS STATION, CHELAN COUNTY WASHINGTON AS SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE PORT OF CHELAN COUNTY, AND AUTHORIZING AN AMENDMENT TO THE PORT OF CHELAN COUNTY’S COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TO REMOVE SAID PROPERTY FROM THE PLAN


WHEREAS the Port of Chelan County ( the “Port”) owns real property located in the Olds Station area of Chelan County, Washington, and generally described as Parcel E1 of the Certificate of Exemption recorded at Chelan County Auditor’s No. 2157669 on October 10, 2003 (the “Property”);  and


WHEREAS the Property is included as part of the Port’s inventory and is considered part of the Port’s Comprehensive Plan; and


WHEREAS the Port gave proper public notice of the hearing held on November 21, 2007, to consider declaring the Property as surplus to the Port’s needs and to amend the Port’s Comprehensive Plan accordingly.  Although public comment was invited, no member of the public provided comment or testimony on November 21, 2007, regarding declaring the Property surplus to the needs of the Port; and


WHEREAS the Port properly continued the hearing until December 12, 2007, and posted a notice of the continued hearing at the main entrance to the Port’s office on Olds Station Road, Chelan County, Washington;


WHEREAS the Property is part of an overlay, contract zone and site plan designating the Property as part of an industrial planned development; and

WHEREAS over the past 10 years the Port has, on three separate occasions, declared real property on the perimeter of the Olds Station industrial planned development located west of the railroad tracks to be surplus to the needs of the Port; and 


WHEREAS the prior surplus property decisions have created a transition area of commercial and related activities (consistent with the industrial planned development), which are consistent with and supportive of the anticipated development of the Olds Station Business Park (fka Olds Station Industrial Park) for administrative, research and development, technology, training, and similar uses and activities; and


WHEREAS the Property is the last parcel of property along Penny Road owned by the Port and, consistent with prior surplus property decisions, is the next most logical parcel to consider declaring surplus; and 


WHEREAS the Port has a vested interest in protecting its remaining holdings within the Olds Station Business Park and in furtherance of this interest, will continue to adopt protective covenants and restrictions regarding the use and activities on property declared surplus within the Olds Station Business Park; and


WHEREAS the Port has made significant investments in the infrastructure, buildings and real property located within the Olds Station Business Park and desires to retain a portion of the Property located on the eastern side of Technology Way at the intersection with Penny Road as a gateway or entry parcel to the Port’s remaining holdings (the “Entry Parcel”).  The Property and the Entry Parcel are generally depicted on attached Exhibit “A”, which is incorporated herein by this reference;


WHEREAS after a public hearing held on November 21, 2007 that was continued to December 12, 2007, the Commissioners decided that retaining that portion of the Property located adjacent to and east of the Entry Parcel is not absolutely necessary or needed for the Port’s purposes and concluded that the Comprehensive Plan should be amended to remove that portion of the Property from the Plan, all as generally depicted on Exhibit “A”.
NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HEREBY RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS:

1. That portion of the Property located to the east of the Entry Parcel, all as generally depicted on attached Exhibit “A”, which is incorporated herein by this reference, is no longer needed or necessary for the Port’s purposes, and is hereby declared to be surplus (hereafter, the portion of the Property declared surplus shall be referred to as the “Surplus Property”).

2. The Executive Director is directed to take the steps necessary to process a boundary line adjustment, short plan, or other lot division mechanism to make the Surplus Property an independent legal parcel of record.  

3. The Port’s Comprehensive Plan is hereby modified to delete the Surplus Property from the Comprehensive Plan.
4. Some or all of the Surplus Property may be leased or sold on such terms and conditions as the Board of Commissioners deem appropriate, subject to statutory and constitutional limitations.  Any decision to lease or sell all or a portion of the Surplus Property shall be made in a future open public meeting.

5. Nothing herein precludes the Commission from deciding, in the future, to incorporate all or a portion of the Property as part of the Port’s Comprehensive Plan.
